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The palace of Versailles was built
in 1661.

“The Sun King”, Louis XIV said
“Make the biggest and most
gorgeous palace in history”.
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The palace of Versailles was built
20km away from Paris, originally
there was a swamp.
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They even created a forest,
changed the flow of the Seine
river, and installed a pump to

draw water from the Seine river
for their fountains.
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The palace of Versailles,

including its garden, was

registered as the UNESCO
World Heritage site in 1979.
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First, you’ll see the Royal Chapel
which has pillars that remind of
ancient Greek temples.
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It is also said that LouisXVI and
Marie Antoinette held a
wedding here in 1770.
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The Hercules Room is a
luxurious room decorated with
colored marble and gold leaf.
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The fresco painting on the
ceiling depicts 142 people. It
took 4 years to finish this huge
project.

The Hall of Mirrors is probably
the most magnificent room in
the palace.
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There are 357 mirrors on the
wall of this corridor which
stretches 73m. Mirrors were a
great luxury back then.
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It was used for balls or games
held for occasions like royal
weddings and diplomatic
receptions.
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This is where the Treaty of
Versailles was signed in 1919.
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Speaking of Marie Antoinette,
we can’t miss the Petit Trianon,
which was given to her as a gift

from Louis XVI.
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You should visit this place
where she spent a lot of time
when she needed some me-time.
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Last but not least, don’t forget
to enjoy the gardens of
Versailles.
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From the Palace of Versailles to
the Petit Trianon, the Grand
Trianon, it takes more than 25
minutes on foot.
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Why don’t you take the Petit
Train, “the small train” to save
your time to explore?
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They also have audio guides in
various languages, even in
Japanese!
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
